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Zoning Update

On October 27, a meeting was arranged by the Baltimore
area planner, Kevin Gambrill, in order to get community
opinions regarding the request by a resident of the 1400 block
of Joppa Road to change the zoning of his property to R-O
(residential office).  Although the meeting was postponed
from the original date published in the October CRIER, nearly
sixty residents attended.  

The Office of Planning has been conducting a Joppa Road
Corridor Study since last year.  Meetings have been held to
discuss and debate various issues pertaining to the enhance-
ment of Joppa Road from Goucher Boulevard to Perring
Parkway.  Mr. Gambrill approached a board member of Loch
Raven Village who has regularly attended the Study meetings
to ask for a meeting to discuss the above zoning request.

After a lively and often heated discussion it became appar-
ent that, of all attendees, only the resident who had requested
the zoning change was in favor of making such a change.
Kim McGavin, past President and now attorney for Loch
Raven Village,  also noted that the Loch Raven Village
covenants prohibit the commercial use of homes in Loch
Raven Village—except  for doctor’s offices in their own resi-
dences with constraints on the amount of permissible office
space.

The next meeting for the Study will have taken place on
Thursday, December 1st.  Unfortunately the lead time
between announcement of these meetings and the CRIER
deadlines makes it difficult to alert our residents to these
upcoming events.  If you would like to be kept informed of
meeting times and dates—or to discuss any concerns about
zoning affecting Loch Raven Village— please contact Leslea
