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Loch Raven Elementary School Update

The Landmarks Preservation Commission voted unani-
mously at the November 8th hearing to recommend that the
Loch Raven Elementary School be placed on the list of his-
toric buildings. David Marks, vice chairman of the Baltimore
County Historical Trust, lent his invaluable assistance in re-
viewing documents, writing the application, and testifying
before the Landmarks Preservation Committee. The
County Executive will review the list of nominated buildings
and then forward it to the County Council. A public hearing
will be scheduled followed by a vote.

Councilman Gardina already stated his support in a
TOWSON TIMES interview. Since the entire County Council
will vote, we need to continue to voice our support. If you

When the beautiful Georgian style homes in Loch Raven Village
were designed and built, the architect specified a window style

that was consistent with the Georgian style architecture. These
are double hung, white windows, WITH PANES.

This feature was so important that it is mandated by the cove-
nants for all homes in the Village. Sadly, some of these home-
owners have chosen to ignore legally enforceable covenants
and installed replacement windows without panes. This action
ends the uniformity of our homes and in turn, can result in lower
resale values. We would remind all residents that replacement
windows MUST have panes. We have found a company that

manufactures

an after market product and will allow a homeowner to bring the
windows back into the proper style at a very low cost. We would
encourage homeowners to call Darrell Krushensky at 410-823-
6330 for information on this “FIX”.
