Each week Citizens On Patrol receives 
the Significant Events Report from Sgt. 
Fink of Baltimore County Police Depart-
ment (BCPD). The report is forwarded to 
numerous residents who have signed up 
for receipt. The report only depicts Part 
One offenses such robberies, burglaries 
and the more serious violations. The re-
port is designed to give the community a 
snapshot of the crimes that are reported 
during the week, and does not list Part 
Two crimes such as theft, destruction of 
property, or other minor violations. We 
are told that it would be somewhat im-
possible to list each crime committed or 
call for service in Towson on the report. 

There is another source for crime in-
formation at http://spotcrime.com/md/
baltimore+county. This gives broad area 
coverage. To zero in on our area, key in 
your address in the space provided and 
then zoom in/out. You can also key in a 
from/to date range.

Whenever there is a crime trend in 
a neighborhood, BCPD may implement 
the Auto Dialer. The Auto Dialer is de-
signed to notify the community of the 
crime trend by calling selected houses 
that are in the affected area. The notifi-
cation recording is in the Chief Johnson 
voice explaining the crime and ways to 
protect yourself from becoming a victim.
